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Do you know about Rainforest Certificate? Certified farmers are granted this award on the condition
that they stop felling trees, protect forests, grow coffee cherries that are suitable for the climate. Also
to provide fair working conditions and make them sustainable and renewable.

The rainforest-certified Custepec farm is located in Chiapas, near the Guatemalan border. Founded in
1911 by Don Juan Pohlenz Dieckmann and his family. The farm's focus from the beginning was on
growing sustainable coffee while preserving natural habitat.

The coffee beans grown here have achieved a Q grade certification of 83 points, making them high-

quality specialty coffee.

Roaster's comment: Rich aroma, sweet acidity, mild richness, and a refreshing aftertaste.
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
